A901-R-GM Gripple Suspension Mount Kit
The A901-R-GM Gripple Suspension Mount Kit includes parts to suspend an MXA901-R microphone from the ceiling. Hard-
ware to attach the suspension cables to the ceiling is not included.

Model Variations:

A901B-R-GM: Round Gripple Suspension Mount Kit with black cover
A901W-R-GM: Round Gripple Suspension Mount Kit with white cover

What's in the Box

Angel Side Hook connectors (3)
10 foot steel cables (3)
M4 eyelet screws (3)
Cable ties (8)
Back cover (white or black)
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Compatible Microphones
This accessory works with MXA901-R series microphones.

Suspend the Microphone with Gripple Connectors
To get started, you will need:

A901-R-GM kit
Hardware to attach cables to ceiling*
Ethernet cable*

* Not included

Install the eyelet screws on the microphone.
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Attach all Gripple side hook connectors to eyelet screws.

Thread the included steel cable through the connectors as shown. Squeeze the sides of the connector to adjust the 
cable's length.
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Gripple working load limit at vertical: 33 lbs (15 kg)

Trim excess cable, leaving at least 1 inch (25 mm).
Mount the looped end of the cables on the ceiling using appropriate hardware.
Connect the Ethernet cable to the microphone and install the network port cover. Use the cable ties to secure the Ether-
net cable to the suspension cable.

Attach the back cover. The cover's 6 clips snap into the 6 square holes on the microphone.

Tip: To remove the cover, lift up near the openings for the Gripple connectors.
