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Assembly And Installation

Upright Extrusion Installation
1. Before installation, remove the tube clamp (B), ten M8 nuts 

(C), ten M8 x 20mm screws (D), and ten M8 flange nuts (E) 
from the upright extrusion (A) and set aside. (See Figure 1)

NOTE:  The M8 nuts (C) and M8 x 20mm screws (D) can be left 
installed to each other.

Installation - To Wall Mount
1. Slide the upright extrusion (A) behind the lower horizontal 

bar on the display mount. (See Figure 2)

IMPORTANT ! : Position the safety hole in the top of the 
upright extrusion (A) on the left side.

2. Slide two assembled M8 x 20mm screws (C) and M8 nuts 
(D) down into the outside channels of the upright extrusion 
(A) until they are positioned above the lower bar of the 
display mount. Tighten one of the screws (C) to hold the 
upright extrusion in place on the mount bar.

3. Place the tube clamp (B) over the lower bar of the display 
mount and the ends of the M8 x 20mm screws (C).           
(See Figure 3)

x 20mm screws (D). (See Figure 4)

7. Tighten the two M8 x 20mm screws (D), then loosely install 
two M8 flange nuts (E) to the screws (D).

8. Tighten all four M8 flange nuts (E) securing the bar clamp to 
the M8 x 20mm screws (D) screws. (See Figure 6)

before tightening the nuts.

Storage Box Installation
1. Slide two assembled M8 x 20mm screws (C) and M8 nuts 

(D) up into the outside channels of the upright extrusion (A) 
until they are in the desired position of the top edge of the 
storage box (H).

Installation - Direct to Wall (Optional)

IMPORTANT ! : The FCASTC accessory can be 
mounted directly to a bare 8" concrete or 8"x8"16" 
concrete block wall only. The hardware required for direct 
concrete wall installation is not included with FCASTC.

1. Slide two assembled M8 x 20mm screws (C) and M8 nuts 
(D) down into the outside channels of the upright extrusion 
(A) from the top end. (See Figure 11)

2. Slide two assembled M8 x 20mm screws (C) and M8 nuts 
(D) up into the outside channels of the upright extrusion (A) 
from the bottom end. (See Figure 11)

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4. Lay the assembled storage box (H) down on a smooth level 
surface. Mark and drill two mounting holes through the v-
notch in each side extrusion (four total pilot holes). Pilot 
holes must be located within 32-100mm from the top/bottom 
of the extrusions. (See Figure 13)

IMPORTANT ! : Elevate the storage box (H) to prevent 
drilling into the surface located below.

Configuring Storage Box

Installing Storage Panel

WARNING:  Exceeding the weight capacity can result in 
serious personal injury or damage to equipment!

1. Slide the panel end without latches up into the desired slots 
on one side of the rear frame opening.

2. Pivot panel in and slide it down toward the slots on lower 
side of the rear frame panel opening. The panel will snap 
into the slots, securing it to the rear frame. (See Figure 16)

3. To remove the panel, squeeze the spring-loaded latch on 
lower end tabs of the storage panel (L) and slide the panel 
up and out of the slots on the rear frame.

Installing Rack Brackets

WARNING:  Exceeding the weight capacity can result in 
serious personal injury or damage to equipment!

1. Remove two M8 flange nuts (E) from two M8 x 12mm bolts 
(N) inside the storage box (H). Hold the bolts in the desired 
mounting locations of the rack brackets (F).

Installing Camera Shelf

Secure Cover Attachment (OPTIONAL) 

NOTE:  The large cover (J) can be installed more securely if 
additional security is required.

1. Remove the large cover (J) from the storage box (H).

2. Remove the upper three magnets from the large cover (J).

3. Remove the four outside screws securing the upper 
mounting rail from the large cover (J). Rotate the mounting 
rail 180 degrees and reinstall to the cover. (See Figure 28)

4. Slide the large cover (J) onto the front face of the storage 
box from the side. (See Figure 29)

NOTE:  The upper and lower mounting rails on the large cover 
(J) will hook into the channels on the storage box.
