	Due to the nature of the LCD screen, an afterimage of the previous screen may remain 
after switching the image, when the same image is displayed for hours. In this case, the 
screen	can	be	recovered	slowly	by	changing	the	image	or	turning	off	the	Power	Switch	
for some hours.

To create the best picture, your iiyama LCD monitor has been preset at the factory with the 
COMPLIANT TIMING shown on page 29. You are also able to adjust the picture by following the button 
operation shown below. 

 Press the Navigation Button to start the On Screen Display feature. 

 Tilting the Navigation  /  Buttons to select the Menu which contains the item you 
want to adjust or set and then press the Navigation Button.

 Tilting the Navigation  /  Buttons to highlight the desired adjustment / setting  
icon and then press the Navigation Button. 

 Tilting the Navigation  /  Buttons to make the appropriate adjustment or setting  
and then press the Navigation Button.
