This user manual covers the processes to create and schedule signage for ScreenBeam
Signage+.

ScreenBeam Signage+ is a cloud-based application designed to deliver signage content to
receivers. It consists of templates, images, widgets, playlists and scheduling tools.

1.1 Basic

Follow these guidelines for ScreenBeam Signage+ deployment:
e Ensure that Internet access is available for receivers and end user devices.
e ScreenBeam 1xxx series receiver is installed with firmware 11.x.18.6 or later.
e Ensure that the necessary components have access to ScreenBeam Cloud:
https://cloud.screenbeam.com/ and the site is whitelisted from SSL decryption.

1.2 Topology

This diagram shows the typical topology for setting up ScreenBeam Signage+. Users
interface through ScreenBeam Cloud, to create and schedule signage for ScreenBeam
receivers.
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1.3 Recommended System Requirements

Recommended requirements for deploying the ScreenBeam Signage+ are listed below:

1.3.1 ScreenBeam Receiver

The following ScreenBeam receivers are compatible with ScreenBeam Signage+:
e ScreenBeam 1000EDU G2
e ScreenBeam 1100 Plus
e ScreenBeam 1100 FLEX
e ScreenBeam 1000EDU G1
e The ScreenBeam receivers must be on version 11.x.18.6 (or later).
e The ScreenBeam receivers are connected to a network that has Internet access.

1.3.2 ScreenBeam CMS Enterprise

The deployed ScreenBeam CMS version must be 4.4.15.0 or later.

CMSE

ScreenBeam CMSE 4.4.15.0 or later must be installed.

Create sites on your CMSE to group your deployed ScreenBeam receivers. Signage+
Admins can only manage the receivers in the sites that are assigned to them. Signage+
Owner or Teacher users inherit the CMS site assignment from the Signage+ admins that
manage them.

Note: It is recommended to read the ScreenBeam CMSE Deployment Guide and get
familiarized with CMSE deployment and usage before setting it up.

Refer to the ScreenBeam CMSE
deployment guide for instructions on how to access and configure ScreenBeam Cloud.

Part IV Creating Users

This section describes user management for ScreenBeam Signage+. The user with Signage
Admin privileges can manage Signage+ users and receiver groups.

There are 3 user types:
e Signage Admin — Responsible only for technical management by configuring
Signage+ and does NOT create/schedule signage content
o Creates users, groups and manages the technical functions of Signage+

e Signage Owner — Manages Signage Content for all receivers on site
o Creates playlists and signage, schedules signage, manages media library
and works with Signage Admin to identify groups required.

e Signage Teacher — Can do most of the things Signage Owners can do but only on
a limited set of receivers that have been assigned to them.

4.1 Creating a Signage+ Admin Account
