 The screen adjustments described in this manual are designed to set image position and minimize 
flicker	or	blur	for	the	particular	computer	in	use.	

 ProLite TF1534MC is designed to provide the best performance at resolution of 1024 × 768, but can 
not provide the best at resolutions of less than 1024 × 768 because the picture is automatically 
stretched	to	fit	the	full	screen.	It	is	recommended	to	operate	at	resolution	of	1024	×	768	in	normal	use.

 ProLite TF1734MC and ProLite TF1934MC are designed to provide the best performance at 
resolution of 1280 × 1024, but can not provide the best at resolutions of less than 1280 × 1024 
because	the	picture	is	automatically	stretched	to	fit	the	full	screen.
